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OVERALL NETWORK RECOMMENDATIONS

In addition to the areas of focus revealed in the Flashlight Maps, systematic recommmendations will enhance livability by improving safety for people who
are walking, bicycling, and accessing transit. The map below illustrates corridors which should be further enhanced with facilities that improve Pedestrian
Safety, Accessibility & Connectivity, Transit Access, and close gaps in the Bike Network. Within each of the shaded areas, a variety of tools can be

incorporated into current and future DDOT projects.
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
